Bodmin Keep Army Museum, is set over 2
floors with some outside space. The main
galleries cover two floors with a connecting

stone staircase. Unfortunately there is no lift.

Access to the museum is through the large
metal gates at the front of the site or via
the rear where there is a small car park.

A short walk takes you to the archway where
you can access the original stone stairs up
to the welcome desk.

The outside space has a WWI replica Trench
for visitors to explore. This is accessed
across some grass with a wooden, ground
level platform to walk across.

There are picnic tables outside on the grass
to the rear of the building alongside the
parking area.
